EPISODE ONE

Well met, folks.   I have introduced myself before, but allow me to repeat so I’m sure all bases have been covered.

I am Captain [name] of the TCS Cerberus.  The Cerberus is the newest ship in the fleet, and although she doesn’t support the number of ships the Midway, she’s quick and packs a punch.

EPISODE TWO

Well, boys and girls, that was a surprise.   Not exactly the way I wanted to welcome you onboard the Cerberus and your tour of duty with her.   It was as big a shock to me as you that the Courage system would have so many bugs. 

Intel reports that Alien concentration in Sol is as of yet undetermined.  Now, I realize you know that and are probably wondering what all your hard earned credits are funding.  But folks we’ve had our eyes and ears pointed at the wrong place and only now have we begun to realize that these critters are craftier than they look.  

As you’ve probably seen in your transcripts of the hearings on Alien intent, we still don’t know if the bugs are pursuing a straight-up invasion, multiple stage infiltration, or even what their true numbers are.  The only thing you should be concerned with is the fact that they are in spitting distance of our mother planet and ready for a fight.  

Confed is trying their best to keep a lid on this so that we aren’t faced with a mass panic in Sol.  The resulting exodus would clog our channels with more craft than we could keep track of.    Needless to say, all outside communication of this situation is strictly forbidden.  

{01}
I wish to congratulate you on your interception of those bugs on their way home to tell the family about us. This ride would have been a lot bumpier if you hadn’t.   We dodged a pretty big bullet there.  Nice work.  If we can continue to efficiently delete threats like that we should be able to end this thing pretty quickly.  I hope. 

{02}
Damn sloppy work intercepting those bugs.  You saw how many of their friends showed up for the party when they were able to relay our presence to their fleet.  I expect the heroes of the Kilrathi engagement to perform a tad better in the future.  Otherwise we won’t be around to read documents like this for much longer.  That’s all I’m going to say about it. 

Now that we have managed to get out of the Courage sector we are on our way to Ella.  The Ella starbase is one of the most important facilities in Sol, outside of Earth herself.  If she needs any help I want to be able to provide it.   Most likely the Aliens are expecting our arrival and we’ll probably have to face some long-range strikes from some insects looking to score a kill on Confed’s newest big gun.  

I know that all of you are up to it.  I personally don’t care why the ‘sects are here, I just want you folks to act as God’s own exterminators and put these pests down.

Let us hope that these are, as TC central calls them “stragglers”.  I have the feeling that we’re only getting a taste of what is to come.   Luckily, we will not be deviating from our current course to help the Confederation control those Black Market maggots who are looking for a buck. EPISODE 3

I’m talking Kilrathi radicals, Pirates, organized mercs, and terrorists the like of which set off that explosion on [earth starbase].   

Now, I don’t want that to happen, and I think you don’t want that to happen.

{11}
Your exemplary work at Ella helps us move forward with our plans on avoiding such a situation from arising.   Maintaining the security of that sector will be a great help in allowing for Intel to establish a secure base of operations.   I think that we have gone a long way in proving that the confederation was correct in not pursuing the drone fighter program.

if {11} and {02}
Okay folks, this goes along way in redeeming yourselves for letting those fighters escape back in Courage.  Try and keep up the good work, and we might just win this thing. 

if {11} and {01}
I like good records, and you folks are making me proud.  First you squelch those ‘sects looking to tell their friends about us, now Ella can breathe a little easier.  Good work, I expect you to keep it up.

{12}
More shoddy work, folks.  Now there’s no point dwelling on it, but if Ella ends up going down because of our ineffective performance our names are going to be cursed for the rest of time.  Please help us prove that the Confederation was correct in not pursuing the drone fighter program.

if {12} and {02}
First the two fighters, now this. Unacceptable, people.  Have you ever looked at our retirement plan?  It assumes we survive this.  Now not only have you given the bugs an opportunity to tell their friends about us, you’ve practically handed them Ella?  I hope we can avoid these mistakes in our next run. 

if {12} and {01}
Our success with keeping the bugs from knowing our strength and whereabouts (mainly Casey and crew’s execution of those fighters trying to tell their friends about us) gave us an edge, but we have a long way to go.  Your performance in Ella doesn’t help us towards the long term resolution.  

We’re moving into Talos now, folks.  This place is supposed to swarm.  If it does we’re going to have to put out our bug zappers in overdrive and proceed with some major swatting.  I have a strong feeling that we’ll be paying a visit to the Talos station and helping out the friendly forces stationed there.  Through Talos we should be able to gain entry to the Cygnus system.  A very important push is ahead of us.  Good luck, and Godspeed. 

EPISODE 4


Good work, people.  We’re on our way to Cygnus.  


As you learned we now believe that the aliens are massing for a strike against Sol.  A strike against Earth itself.  Here in Cygnus we will be attempting to divide what we believe is the main thrust of the Alien force.  If we can push them out, bust them up, and make them fear our presence, we will have gone along way to ending this conflict.  

{21}

Our efforts have proven fruitful.  Your work on Midway has obviously prepared you for the fight and you haven risen to the situation marvelously.  If you can keep it up, you’ll all be relaxing on some beach somewhere with a drink and a smile in no time. 

if {21} and {11} and {02}

Well, I feel you’ve effectively washed the taste of losing lose bug fighters back in Courage out of our collective mouths.  Your performance in Talos and Ella should give us the edge we need to make the ‘sects in Cygnus pay dearly for their trespasses. 

if {21} and {12} and {02}

Ella system gets a boost from your success in Talos. Although I can’t guarantee its safety, I can say I feel a damn sight better than I was feeling.  First letting those bugs escape and then letting Ella’s security come into question…Well it seemed like we were heading down a dark path. Talos is the first step in getting our momentum back.  Keep it up in Cygnus.

if {21} and {12} and {01}

Ella system gets a boost from your success in Talos. Although I can’t guarantee its safety, I can say I feel a damn sight better than I was feeling.  If we can count Ella as our one failure and get past it to make the ‘sects pay in every other encounter, we should be in great shape. Keep it up in Cygnus.

if {21} and {11} and {01}

By my scorecard that marks three successful actions in three systems.  That’s a perfect record people.  I like perfect records. Now keep it up as we move into Cygnus and we’ll have our names inscribed into every ‘sect myth as the great evil that kept them from their glorious plans.  I hope you find that idea as thrilling as I do. 

{22}

Remember what I said about Drone fighters? I’m beginning think that’s not such a bad idea.  At least a drone would have rather been killed than perform so poorly.   Now prove me wrong, dammit.  As you read the rest of this be focused on one thing and one thing only: KILLING EVERYTHING WE TELL YOU TO KILL AND PROTECTING EVERYTHING ELSE. 

if {22} and {12} and {02}
Three systems, three significant losses.  What the hell are we doing here people?  If this keeps up we’re going to be served up on a platter to a bunch of ‘sect larva.  I expect more, and we can’t afford less than your best now. 

if {22} and {11} and {01}

Even though Talos was primarily a move for position that doesn’t mean you can slack.  We had significant victories in our first two systems. Don’t lose that momentum. It only gets more difficult from here on.

if {22} and {11} and {02}

We lose, we win, we lose.  I hate inconsistency, and I pray you can see the importance of winning.  Enough of this, when we reach Cygnus I expect a victory or three.   

if {22} and {12} and {01}
What happened?  We started off as a strong team.   Don’t tell me it was the fact we were in a system named Courage that inspired our only win.  We have to change course now and achieve only success.  Anything less could result in a few thousand more people dead.  Make Cygnus count, people. 


Now we all know that Cygnus is known for it’s R&R facilities, and the civilian presence has the potential to be very high.  Now I don’t want to see any more innocents caught dead in this conflict so consider it a high priority on all missions to respond to any and all distress calls you get.   Now I don’t want you to baby sit anybody, we just need to keep a lid on this thing, and that lid is about to blow off.  Any civilians that get caught up in the conflict need to be properly debriefed so we can maximize containment of any panic. 


Expect mission structure to be focused on deep recon, support for any vessels that might need it, and strikes against any concentration of aliens that is dumb enough to show it’s slimy face to the Cerberus’ crew of cold blooded killers.  Now get out there and make your species proud.  

EPISODE FIVE


Luyten system is next on the card, folks. Don’t expect a terribly warm welcome.  


There is every indication that we are going to have a tough time of it when we hit the system. Aliens have a fairly effective blockade going on and it’s up to us to ram our way through it and get to the Luyten outpost. 


I have personally penned a request for the Guinterin Combine to be held responsible for the loss of the Ana Maria Alberghetti, and the Blue Horizon. As a TC preferred corporation they should have known in advance that they were putting all of those civilians at risk.  Heads will roll if I can do anything about it, I assure you.  

It’s ridiculous that these cruise-liners were running in light of the TC warnings. 
An incident report concerning the cruise liner BLUE HORIZON should be available shortly.  It has to clear a couple of channels, will probably take a few days. I expect you to read and understand this document as soon as it is made available. 
{31}

Your quick action with the Twilight Purchase helped us avoid a complete tragedy and the families of the survivors will now doubt be wanting to name a few descendants after you.   I pray that your skills aren’t required for anything other than the slaughter of these aliens from now on. 

if {31} and {21} and {11} and {01}
Nice work, folks.  We still have a perfect record as we move into Luyten.  Let’s keep this up and push ahead towards complete victory.  Let’s crush the ‘sects beneath our boot!

if {31} and {22} and {11} and {01}

Talos was rough, and took its toll on us, but all of you rose admirably to get us back on the course we set with the Courage and Ella systems.  This is what I want to see, victory.  I want to see bugs crushed from here to tomorrow, and I know you can give that to me.   Keep it up in Luyten, people.

if {31} and {22} and {12} and {01} 

A nearly total victory! How I love saying that. I was beginning to think I wouldn’t see one again.  Hopefully we can now get with the program and put our losses in Ella and Talos behind us, folks.  

if {31} and {22} and {12} and {02} 
Unbelievable! You did things right!  Even though our previous three losses are just unacceptable, let’s not lose the energy we gained with this win. Luyten is a very important system people, we can’t afford to screw it up.  

if {31} and {22} and {11} and {02} 
I hate these staggered wins people.  Let’s try and get a couple victories in a row, alright? Luyten is too important to screw up. 

if {31} and {21} and {12} and {02} 
Well we’ve won our last two engagements.  This goes a long way in smoothing over the rocky start we had in Courage in Ella.  Don’t let these last two system victories go to your head.  This road will get even bumpier as we go along.  Make it count in Luyten.

if {31} and {21} and {11} and {02} 
Three in a row people.  I can almost forget the way you let those two bugs escape back in Courage.  Now don’t let this streak go to your head, we’re going to be in for it in Luyten. 

{32}

Your failure in protecting the Twilight Purchase will only fuel any accusations of Confederation neglect in the matter.   Several thousand people died, folks.  If we fail like this during the final stages of this conflict you can add a few zeros to that number. 

if {32} and {22} and {12} and {02}
We’ve failed major objectives in every system we’ve been in thus far folks.  This makes the Cerberus and all hands look very bad.  My confidence is reaching an all time low here, people.  Make me feel better.  How can you do this? Success.  That is the only word which is coded to make me respond with a smile.  Anything less and you might as well be a chunk of floating meat in space. 

if {32} and {21} and {12} and {02}
Well, I thought we were coming back.  These losses are…well you know how I feel.  There is no good that can come of this, people.  If you don’t value your family, your friends, your culture, your species just go right ahead and keep on flying this way.

if {32} and {21} and {11} and {02}
I know it’s rough out there.  We’re not sure what we’re going to face and how many ‘sects will be there when we face it. If we can swallow the burden of the loss of the Twilight purchase and remember our victories in the Talos and Ella systems we can pull through this.  Hell, the failure at Courage is now just a bad dream…Let’s pinch ourselves, wake up and move forward.  

if {32} and {21} and {11} and {01}
I know it’s rough out there.  We’re not sure what we’re going to face and how many ‘sects will be there when we face it. If we can swallow the burden of the loss of the Twilight purchase and remember our victories in Talos, Ella, and Courage we can pull through this.  This tragedy should fuel you for the number of bugs we get to slaughter in Luyten.

if {32} and {21} and {12} and {01}
I don’t know if you’ve heard my opinions on negative patterns, but here we go.  We win, we lose, we win, we lose.  Now this will be fine and dandy if our big push comes on one of the win cycles, but I don’t like the odds.  Get it together, people.

if {32} and {22} and {12} and {01}
We’re in a very dangerous drought, people.    Three systems and three strategic losses...We need to show the bugs that they can’t just scare us out of each system we go to.  Make it count in Luyten, or consider applying for a job spit cleaning the deck. 


The public is now fully aware of the scope of the alien presence following the destruction of these ships.  Luckily, we’ve had enough time to maneuver the fleet into position and set up containment plans for any possible panic. {31}I’m relieved as hell that the press doesn’t have the Twilight Purchase to hold up as an example of “Confederation Incompetence”. The survivors have nothing but good things to say about you and about the trruth that “Confed Knows Best”.  It’s quite a bit easier to debrief living witnesses than dead ones, and even easier for them to be vocally on our side.  Once again, I’m proud of you. {32}There might a few snags though now that the press has gotten a hold of the fact that we dropped the ball on the Twilight Purchase.  Dead witnesses say whatever people want them to say, and don’t care much for containing a possible panic.  You’ve just given a bunch of hard working Confederation folks more trouble than they need.   Jesus people, show me why the Midway valued you so much before we end up as just another statistic. 
Be strong, be prepared, stay alive. 

EPISODE SIX

Now the next phase of this trip is pretty damn critical.  We managed to get out of Luyten, and we just have to push through to Proxima.  Intel says that they believe the Aliens are up to something in Proxima, God only knows what, but something.  As far as I’m concerned that something revolves around a bunch of humans getting killed, so we’re going to have to teach them a lesson.

You did a good job back there with the Luyten outpost.  By keeping her alive we have the momentum we need to move into the Krieger system.  The Kriger starbase should be the first sight we see when we come out of jump.  Of course some bugs could be mixed in with that vision so be prepared to scramble if necessary.  

There are a bunch of big bugs to kill here.  More alien capital ships have been reported in Krieger and Proxima than were seen in the entire first offensive you boys were in on the Midway.  Our boys and girls have been busy cutting a hole in those forces, and it’s time for us to show them we’re as tough.   

if {41} and {31} and {21} and {11} and {01} 
We don’t want to mess with our perfect record now do we? Every system we’ve torn into we’ve won major strategic victories, we’re building a tough rep to live up to, but I know each and every one of you is up to the challenge. 

if {41} and {32} and {21} and {11} and {01} 
We had a bad time of it in Cygnus, but that’s past us now. Remember the victories in Talos, Ella, Courage and now Luyten.  Use those as your guides as we enter the Krieger system.

if {41} and {32} and {22} and {11} and {01} 
I was worried about a dangerous dry spell affecting our ability to make a difference in this conflict, but his victory has shown that we have what it takes to move into Krieger with some authority. if {41} and {32} and {21} and {11} and {02} 
In Courage we didn’t know what to expect, that loss is behind us.  The death of the Twilight Purchase and the subsequent loss of the Alberghetti wounded is a burned I hoped never to see levied on any soul.   But we’ve managed to secure Ella and Luyten, and Talos was a strategic victory.  Let’s remember the positives here, and move into Krieger with some authority. 

if {41} and {31} and {21} and {11} and {02}
The loss at Courage, event though I keep mentioning it, is past us.  You have proven yourselves to be the most capable pilots I’ve seen in some time. We’re moving into Krieger with some authority, and that makes me feel good. 

Let’s keep the ball rolling here and not forget what’s at stake.   
{42}
Losing Luyten has forced us to cut a route through Sirius to get to Proxima.  The Luyten station was key in maximizing our offensive, but that’s not possible now.  I can’t stand the losing folks.  This has to stop.  

Intel believes that Sirius is the location of a majority of the Alien’s supply lines.  Our job is to erase those supplies, burning any transport, fighter, destroyer, cruiser, or carrier in the process.  This is NOT going to be easy folks.  In fact, the loss of the Luyten station has put us in a very bad position.  

But I’m an optimist.  If we can smash those supplies we should be able to roll through Sirius and into Proxima; facing a fleet of under supplied roaches looking for shelter from the spotlight of those two suns.  We can still win this.  Let’s do it. 

if {42} and {32} and {22} and {12} and {02}

Every system we’ve been in we’ve failed a major objective.  This is ridiculous.  When you sleep tonight, if you can, think carefully about all of the new lives you’ll be coming into contact with that are relying on your success. Those dead want vengeance, and you have got to pick up that burning sword and deliver them some.  Am I making myself clear?

if {42} and {31} and {22} and {12} and {02}
I say win because I assume you know what that word still means.  You rose to the occasion with the civies aboard the Twilight Purchase, you can do it again. You aren’t just fighting for a boatload of tourists, folks.  You’re fighting for a few billion scattered souls in hundreds of systems who rely on YOU for their safety. Your one major victory in Cygnus means nothing if you can’t win this war. Those tourists will have been better off iced and burned by exposure than lingering on a border world refugee station until the last of the bug fleet tracks them down and kills them.  Keep that in mind.

if {42} and {31} and {21} and {12} and {02}
Not the time to choke, people.  You had dug yourselves out of the hole you made for us in Ella and Courage, only to lose at Luyten.  You know the stakes here. Those tourists you rescued in Cygnus will have been better off iced and burned by exposure than lingering on a border world refugee station until the last of the bug fleet tracks them down and kills them.  Keep that in mind.

if {42} and {31} and {21} and {11} and {02}
We achieved success on our primary objectives in three systems, and then you had to go and blow it.  Now when I say, “We can still win this”, it’s because I assume you know what the words mean.  Don’t prove me wrong in Sirius.  

if {42} and {31} and {21} and {11} and {01}
We had a perfect record, folks.  Courage, Ella, Cygnus, Talos, and now you fail in Luyten.  We have a lot of lost men and women to make up for. Those dead want vengeance, and you have got to pick up that burning sword and deliver them some.  Am I making myself clear?

if {42} and {31} and {21} and {12} and {01}
As large a loss as Luyten was, Ella was larger.  Confederation forces have managed to stabilize Ella, but a terrible cost.  I hope we can undo our work in Luyten by our move into Sirius. We have a lot of lost men and women to make up for. Those dead want vengeance, and you have got to pick up that burning sword and deliver them some.  Am I making myself clear? Talos was a solid action, and in Cygnus you made a lot of civies very happy. However, if we fail, those tourists you rescued will have been better off iced and burned by exposure than lingering on a border world refugee station until the last of the bug fleet tracks them down and kills them. Keep that in mind.

if {42} and {31} and {22} and {12} and {01}
I thought we were digging ourselves out of a rut. Now when I say, “We can still win this”, it’s because I assume you know what the words mean.  Don’t prove me wrong in Sirius. Courage was a solid action, and in Cygnus you made a lot of civies very happy. We have a lot of lost men and women to make up for. Those dead want vengeance, and you have got to pick up that burning sword and deliver them some.  Am I making myself clear?
Now, I’ve been hearing some grumbles and groans about shift length lately.  Well allow me to reassure you children with the knowledge that these creatures have not only introduced a particularly lethal plague on us and threaten to stamp out the Earth, but there have been some reports of fluctuating shifts in the scans of Proxima’s two stars.  This indicates that whatever the aliens are doing it is affecting the energy output of the stars.  This could threaten the entire system.  

So now you aren’t trying to protect a transport or even a star base, you’re trying to save the inhabitants of an entire system.  Remember that.  

There are some Eyes Only material about the Blue Horizon that I expect all of you have read.  This alien virus is a threat that is going to be with us for some time.  Any and all encounters with alien craft should be treated as Level 4 containment situations.  I don’t want us eaten alive before we’ve had the chance to ram a few more bolts into the face of these alien bastards.
You folks are the best in Confed and I have the highest confidence we will prevail. 

Whoever kills the most bugs on this push gets an unlimited tab at the bar.  

EPISODE SEVEN

As you were informed by your final ICIS briefing in the preceding sector, the ‘sects are messing with the binary stars in the Proxima system.   

The details aren’t terribly clear yet, but Intel believes it is some form of stellar accretion device.  Now I’m a Captain, not an Intel digit brain, so I’m as unsure as you are as to how this device works.   The only information we have is that by harnessing the power of the two suns through the use of some particularly advanced methods they have the potential to power a wormhole twice as big for as long as the stars’ energy holds out. 

Even a non-scientist can figure out that could equal a very long period of time.

{41}
Our work in the Krieger system has gone along way in allowing additional Confederation ships to move into position for an assault on Proxima.  We’re expecting to run into a bunch of mean cornered bugs with big guns, so don’t lose that edge. 

{42}
Well, we somehow managed to get through Sirius.  However our losses in the Talos system will stick with into this.  Expect extreme resistance with minimal Confederation backup.  Now Sirius proved that we could crawl back from a mistake and fight back.  Let’s keep that momentum at full speed and make a difference here.

Now I don’t care about the past anymore.  This is the most important stage of all and the past means nothing if we do not succeed.  We will triumph or die here, folks. This is the shot to make up for any losses.  So, let’s get to it.
