Science/Technology/Growth


Confederation in conjunction with Hurston Dynamics begins field-testing chain ion or “cloud burst” weapons technology at Krieger Starbase.
Daily Life


Influence of Kilrathi culture on fashion and entertainment begins to spread outside of the Border Worlds.Some systems put a ban on the import of all imitation Kilrathi weaponry and human-styled armor/clothing wear. This only increases the value of the items on the market.
History/Politics


Border Worlds Kilrathi TPFs (temporary placement facilities) are reduced to only three planetary locations (as opposed to 50 a decade earlier) as another displaced clan is relocated to a system within Kilrathi space. 
These facilities, nothing more than reservations for the Kilrathi, were beginning to come under the scrutiny of several Sentient Rights groups.  Charges of neglect and cruel treatment go unheard at the General Assembly.
Governor Cavazos, then head of the G.A., publicly states that the remaining Kilrathi will be relocated in under five years.  His statements are almost drowned out by representatives of the Border Worlds calling for faster action.

Daily Life


Rein Ertrobs releases the fourth book in his wildly popular series of fantasy novels set within the Darkening universe. The book, entitled “Lev’s Pact”, forces the publisher to restructure its flat-scan transmit hub in order to accommodate the over one billion requests.

History/Politics


The “Nephilim”, a race of insect-like creatures from outside our galaxy, terrorizes remote Confederation installations. Their motives are unknown, but Confed reacts in force, sending out the newly commissioned “Super Carrier” Midway to assist in quelling the threat.
After intensive engagements over the course of several months the Nephilim are “defeated” in the Kilrah system.

Daily Life

Leonard Styles, staff photojournalist for ISDN (Intersystem Daily News) takes the first shots of the Nephilim in action against a transport convoy fleeing the Kilrah sector after the official evacuation order was given. 
His stark images of a Nephilim destroyer slicing through a civilian transport with a plasma beam put an image to the threat most remote sector citizens had dismissed.

Science/Technology/Growth

A joint Hurston/Bartok Industries and Confederation research program develops the “dust cannon”, a mass-driver variant using “dust-cull” technology to recycle power plant waste matter into a limitless ammunition supply.
Daily Life

Robert Brindle’s novel, “Clipped” about conditions at Kilrathi placement facilities is criticized by veterans and administrators as both inaccurate and inflammatory.  The publicity generated causes thirty system representatives to call for a committee to be formed on placement conditions.
History/Politics


The TCS Cerberus a new “quick strike” carrier is unveiled by the Confederation.  Constructed by Bartok Industries, the Cerberus is quickly put on a secret assignment by the TCIS to investigate reported straggler Nephilim within Sol sector.
History/Politics

Military hero Commodore Christopher “Maverick” Blair, (known for delivering the Temblor bomb that destroyed the Kilrathi home world of Kilrah thus ending the conflict), is MIA in the war against Nephilim and presumed dead.

Daily Life


The Kilrathi clan Sihkag’s traditional fighting tournament becomes the highest rated Holo-Vid event ever.  
Its popularity is credited to the first time inclusion of humans in the fights.  The managers of these fighters are criticized after all are killed during the tournament, save one.  The sole human survivor suffered a broken back, fractured skull and other internal injuries after managing advancing to the Juc’lohn, essentially a sudden death quarter final that utilizes the Pah’nel, a rotating column covered with razor whips that randomly engages during the fight.

History/Politics

Incidents of anti-Confed terrorism, following the bombing of the TCY arcology, increase in frequency. Confed promises to act quickly and decisively in dealing with any future internal threats.

Daily Life

The Guinterin Combine resumes its Cruise Ship service in 2681, despite warnings of straggler Nephilim presence within its operating quadrants.
Subsequently the Twilight Purchase, the latest cruise ship in the line, was attacked.  Although rescued from outright destruction by unnamed Confederation Pilots, the ship is exposed to an alien viral agent resulting the in the death of 80 percent of the passengers and crew.
Another cruise ship in the line, the Ana Maria Alberghetti, was destroyed utterly after an alien attack.  The Blue Horizon was lost and no trace recovered.
In 2682 the lawsuits begin to be filed.
History/Politics

Civilian protestors use Robert Brindle’s novel “Clipped” as ammunition in acts of civil disobedience in and around the general assembly headquarters in Sol system. Dozens of people are injured and hundreds more arrested in demonstrations that last throughout the entire month of the Assembly’s quarterly sessions.
Science/Technology/Growth

Following the end of the Nephilim conflict the Terran Confederation Stellar Cartography program (headed by TC exploratory services) came out of hiatus. Refinements made in stable wormhole survey technology were put into practice as part of a renewed quest for more systems located within Confederation influence.  
Although system exploration was sanctioned within the Avalon and Gemini sectors of Confed, this timeline will focus only on the Gemini sector discoveries. 
Unexplored system TCSC3057 is discovered off of the former pirate haven of Pentonville in the Humboldt quadrant of Gemini.

Science/Technology/Growth

The “Nephilim Virus” is identified.  The initial vector is linked to a deep space salvage freighter called the “Hispaniola” 
With exposure to atmosphere the armor began to decay, causing dormant microbes to become active. It spread due to the handling of decaying organic armor by scientists and salvage ops.
The virion, either absorbed through the skin or ingested through the air, began to feed on living tissues. As part of their waste material they manufactured a chemical that induces euphoria, causing the victim to neglect the deleterious affects of exposure. 
Traditional methods of treatment prove ineffective. A galactic search for a vaccine/cure begins in earnest.
The initial death toll was set at 47,000.
History/Politics

After much public outcry and several internal Confederation inquiries as to the conditions of Kilrathi placement facilities, Confed agrees to help the Kilrathi form a new governing body to self-regulate conditions and manage Kilrathi/Confederation relations. 
Shortly after, the KCA (or Kilrathi Clan Alliance) is announced. Staffed by royal clan leaders and Sivaran Priestesses, the KCA promised a new age of cooperation and self-determination for the Kilrathi.

Daily Life


A group calling itself the Hearts of the Tiger sends out its belief on a holo-vid broadcast purchased by their eccentric and extremely wealthy founder, Hillel Jackson.  It claims to have received a message from the late Commodore Blair that offers a dialogue of hope and oneness for all creatures of the galaxy.
Although written off as a minor cult, sightings of Blair in the Trk’Pahn and Gemini sectors begin to be reported by a number of converts. Jackson, who made a fortune in flat-scan display manufacturing, put all of his credits behind the organization.
After the transmission the HOTTs claimed a membership of 100,000.
Daily Life


Saranya Carr’s daughter stars in the holo-vid sequel to her popular “Luna Jones: Jumpscout”. Entitled “Riva Jones Daughter of Destiny”, Morgana Carr fails to capture the same success her mother achieved twenty-five years earlier.
Science/Technology/Growth

With no tenable cure for the Nephilim Virus yet discovered, the CVCD (Confederation Viral Control Division) calls for the immediate quarantine of entire systems, starting with Kreiger in Sol sector. 
Kreiger was home to a research starbase that had been conducting initial tests on Alien technology.  Tests that left the starbase a floating hulk filled with seven hundred corpses. 
Other than CVCD operatives, no traffic in or out of the system was allowed. The death toll was now at over 3,000,000.
Science/Technology/Growth

Following multiple terrorists Neural EMP “blastcasts”, all electro neural research and technology is re-classified as forbidden to any without official Confederation security clearance. 
“Blastcasting” was the media term given to the activation (or detonation) of a pulsed carrier wave that could transmit brief suggestive messages into the conscious and subconscious.
Science/Technology/Growth

Exploratory services activity is put on hold until the Nephilim Virus is contained.
History/Politics

Governor Cavazos of Sol sector is reelected in a landslide despite protests from varied civilian interest groups.  He is accused by several groups of being ineffective in his handling of the Nephilim and the subsequent reconstruction. 
His personal assembly vote that supported the order of execution for 40 Kilrathi “Bloodeye” pirates in Valgard two years earlier, earned him great criticism in the growing Kilrathi rights movement. 
At his inauguration Cavazos stated, “People hate the tough decisions, but they hate the man that makes them more.”

History/Politics

At a KCA organized clan rally many Kilrathi clan leaders speak out conditions on placement facilities. KCA official speeches applaud efforts made by the Confederation to provide adequate oversight and resources. 
The event is marred by violence following the inflammatory speech given by an enigmatic teenage clan leader named Ra’Khaj nar Ghoran.  Ra’Khaj, representing the Kiranka clan (a conglomeration of various fractured warrior class) calls for true Kilrathi self-determination and puts pressure on the KCA to cut access to Confederation holo-vid, consumer goods and other “implements of cultural domestication”. 
After naming several royal clans he considered “complicit in the destruction of Kilrathi honor” an open brawl broke out amongst Kiranka and royal clan representatives leaving 20 dead and dozens injured.
Science/Technology/Growth

All craft entering critical systems are now scanned for Nephilim Virus before being allowed to proceed. 
The “iron maiden”, a single person chamber filled with micro-needles synched to inject a prototype vaccine to every point on the body, was proven to have limited, yet repeatable, effectiveness at stopping the progression of the virus in infected individuals.  
However, the treatment is so aggressive that even with the virus neutralized the patient is usually unable to survive the anti-bodies invasive application in their weakened state.
The death toll had escalated to over 24,000,000.  Agrent, Hawking, and Avalon sectors are untouched.
Science/Technology/Growth

Confederation officials applaud Nanofab structural prototypes tested by the Guinterin Combine as “the single greatest advance in human history since brick and mortar”.
Prohibitively expensive and subject to decay, the technology is still estimated at having many years of development ahead of it.
Daily Life


Leonard Styles releases another flat-scan photo essay showing the effects of the Nephilim Virus on the hardest hit sectors.  
“I wanted to put a human face to an epidemic that most citizens would rather ignore.”
When ISDN ran the essay, the Nephilim Relief Fund saw a fifty million credit increase in donations over the course of the following week.
Daily Life

Basic Edible, the Confederation’s largest supplier of foodstuffs, loses 10 of its 40 agricultural planetary operations due to plague quarantine.
Rations on both staple and luxury foods are put into effect by Confed.
The black-market for edibles skyrockets.

Daily Life 

A holo-vid event entitled “Plague” is cancelled by Confederation order in light of the epidemic facing many Confederation and Kilrathi sectors. 
Although the TCBN (Terran Confederation Broadcasting Network) protests that it is purely fiction, they agree to pull the feature co-starring Morgana Carr.

History/Politics

Sol Governor Cavazos is assassinated by terrorists while en route to a Border Worlds conference on the status of reconstruction efforts following the Nephilim conflict.
Science/Technology/Growth

A security leak within Bartok Industries revealed to ISDN and other representatives of the press that cloaking technology had been developed by the company and utilized for a number of TCIS (Terran Confederation Intelligence Service) craft. 
The technology was described as stable on both large and small scales.  No explanation of what “large and small scale” meant, but the implication that consistent and reliable cloaking technology was in active service made for a huge media buzz.
Although no further details were forthcoming from Bartok or Confed, this marked the first public admission of stable Confederation cloaking technology.
Daily Life

Rein Ertrobs, author of the long running and highly popular series of novels The Darkening, releases the final chapter of the popular fantasy series. 
Although critics were mixed in their blessings of Ertrob’s works, no one could deny the impact it had on the population.  The hard print of the novel was immediately unavailable, and the publisher’s transmission hub was shut down due to the crush of customers. 
Titled “Blind Fire”, all hard copy artifacts immediately skyrocketed on commodity exchanges.

Science/Technology/Growth

Local militia shoots down ships fleeing quarantined systems as they enter the Argent Sector. Although the militia members responsible are formally indicted, they are viewed as heroes in their home sector and hidden from extradition by Confederation forces.
Over forty systems scattered throughout the Sol, Vega, Trk’Pahn, and Gemini sectors are quarantined and blockaded by a coalition of official Confederation and conscripted local militia vessels. Supplies are delivered to the afflicted areas with unmanned drones. 
The death toll trips the 200,000,000 mark.
2686

Science/Technology/Growth

Researchers at the CVCD finally isolate the Nephilim Virus.  Extensive tests begin on non-intrusive delivery systems. 
The Gemini Sector is the hardest hit by the virus due in part to the pirate and mercenary activity that has distributed contraband alien technology.  All jump points out of the sector are blockaded.  Drone transports are utilized to send supplies to systems. 
Although a marked slow down in the spread of the plague had been noted, the total casualties (after incorporating Kilrathi estimates) was now over 600,000,000.
History/Politics


The new Sol Governor, Yoshida Grider is elected on a platform of growth and reform.
History/Politics

The foundations of the CCSP (Confed Citizen Subsidy Program), for the organized expansion and solidification of Confederation influence, are laid in secret with Yoshida Grider driving the program.
Daily Life

Following a series of articles and interviews on ISDN, Ra’Khaj continues his dialogue calling for true Kilrathi independence and self-determination “unfettered by the genocidal barbarians who have disparaged whatever honor the great Heart of the Tiger may have afforded them with their callous actions”. 
A love/hate relationship between Ra’Khaj and the Confederation public begins, with many calling him the next Thrakath and others calling him the first true leader to emerge from the fractured culture of Kilrah.

Daily Life

The HOTTs leader Hillel Jackson announces that they have raised the funding necessary to begin construction of an unrivalled network of subspace relays that will, “link together the believers in an instant congress of data and discovery.”
Daily Life

After five years of waiting, the family and other plaintiffs finally have their case against the Guinterin Combine’s Cruise Ship division heard in court.  Claiming negligence, and a host of other issues, the friends and families seek a far-reaching settlement.
Guinterin claims to have already met the needs of the plaintiffs and denies any negligence in their actions.  However, they obey a court order to stop the cruise service offered by their remaining ten craft until the lawsuit and independent investigations have been completed.
History/Politics

A corruption scandal exposed in the KCA.  Ra’Khaj utilizes his public stature to bring documents and transmissions to light that implicated the Juk’Teth Royal Clan in labor camp profiteering in the TPFs and selling off Kilrathi artifacts to wealthy Confederation collectors.
Sivaran Priestesses take control of KCA until another Royal house can be elected. Ra’khaj feted at the KCA senate in honor of his actions. 
He swears there are “many more traitors to be exposed and much more work to be done”.
Science/Technology/Growth

With the death toll slowed dramatically but still at six hundred and fifty million, the CVCD announces it is beginning preliminary testing of a new vaccine to prevent any further casualties.
Delivered by tablet for purposes of inoculation, the vaccine also treats active cases by being dissolved into a warm bath into which the patient is completely submerged.  The agent is then absorbed through all the pores, combating the virus’ ability to intelligently shift its location away from active anti-bodies.
80% of Gemini Sector’s systems are non-responsive to any communications.  Drone transport shipments are continued, despite the lack of communication. 

2688

Science/Technology/Growth

Mass inoculation against the Nephilim Virus begins in earnest.
Emergency teams are sent to key junction systems within Gemini to evaluate the damage and assist survivors.  The economic and social impact involved with the loss of Gemini’s cultural and industrial resources forces the CCSP to reevaluate its strategy for the pioneering effort.
Exploratory services are directed to focus their exploratory missions solely within the Gemini Sector to support the CCSP initiative.

History/Politics

The CCSP (still operating under maximum security clearance) begins initial exploratory services excursion into a new sector accessible from a newly discovered jump point from the Tr’Pakh system in the Clarke Quadrant of the Gemini Sector. 
Military surveyors attached to the TCS Buckley began the task of charting the sector and assigning quadrant boundaries.  
The Tr’Pakh jump point into the new sector is cloaked and guarded by constant patrols.  

Science/Technology/Growth 

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS:
TC exploratory services discover system TCSC3331 from a fourth jump point off the Regallis system within the Fariss Quadrant.
History/Politics


A bomb kills Ra’khaj’s wife and children, after he reveals KCA corruption.  Later discovered that a Juk’Teth clan assassin set the bomb.  Ra’Khaj disappears from public life leaving a public statement that simply said:
“My clan must discover the internal truths of our forebears in an atmosphere undiluted by the corruption brought to souls of my people by both the Confederation and its pets in the KCA.”
Daily Life

Saranya Carr dies in a passenger craft asteroid collision.  Millions mourn. 
Morgana Carr gives eulogy at a funeral ceremony with over 500,000 attendees.

Daily Life

Lightgate racing, formerly an underground sporting event is brought to the mainstream as a new TCBN holo-vid program.
History/Politics

The second stage team of the CCSP begins surveying for potential jump points into a new system within the Avalon sector.
Science/Technology/Growth

The Confederation announces the effective eradication of the Nephilim virus as a potential threat in the galaxy.
All Sectors, Quadrants and systems have stores of the vaccine in place. 
The final death toll weighed in at 725 million.  Gemini Sector suffered the most casualties, from the initial virus, and lack of support during the quarantine.  

Although many Gemini fatalities could be linked to the virus, an almost equal number died due to lack of resources/supplies.  It is discovered that Zahne and Dokuga pirate clan raiders were picking off the drone transports sent to deliver foods, fuels, and medicines. 

It is announced by Confed that Gemini sector will remain under tight military control until a plan for reclamation/reconstruction can be put into place.
Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS
TCSC3432 is discovered off of the Auriga System within the Potter Quadrant.

2690

Science/Technology/Growth

AMQ Chemical announces it has developed a regenerative polymer that sustains the bonding within Nanofab structures.  Although limited to high-density “cement”, “ceramics”, and “metal” style substances, the firm believes simulated wood and other highly porous materials will be supported in a short period of time. 
AMQ readily admits that this does not solve the problem of Nanofab decay, but provides a stopgap solution that could indefinitely sustain a given structure’s integrity with repeated treatments.
History/Politics

In Firekka a group of reformists bent on pushing a new military to protect Firekkan systems won an unprecedented election that dethroned the old guard of spiritual leaders.
Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS
TCSC3471 is discovered off of the CM-N1054 System within the Humboldt Quadrant.

2691

History/Politics

The Nephilim return in force, destroying an archaeological site in the Epsilon sector that had uncovered an ancient Steltek vessel the size of a small continent buried within the orbiting remnants of a shattered planet.  It marks the start of the second Nehalem war.
The Nephilim moved freely through Confederation space, ignoring some planets while devastating others. 
Subsequent intelligence reports revealed the Nephilim were searching for crystalline artifacts that appeared to be Steltek in origin.
History/Politics

Gov. Jeremy Rayak (formerly Admiral Rayak) elected for Sol system. Promises to bring back “hard-line” approach to intersystem law and to quell the “cockroaches who dare challenge Confederation sovereignty”.
Science/Technology/Growth

Based upon analysis of Nephilim jump space technology, including the gate device left behind in Proxima in 2682, Professor Jonathon Sparks of Bartok Industries unveils jumpspace theory that would theoretically allow for the “near instantaneous transmission of energy from one point of jump space to any other point.”
The theory posits that jump space is more correctly thought of as null space. Our current understanding of the directional flow of jump points is limited to the naturally occurring phenomena of stable wormholes that connect points of real space to one another. However these new findings indicate it is theoretically possible to travel to any wormhole exit from any worm hole entry if the substance to be transported can be broken down to a predictable wave/particle and focused through the use of external relays that are partially “submerged” into jump space. 
This is a revolution for the conceptualization of communications technologies, potentially eliminating the time sink of traditional subspace transmission.
History/Politics

Ra’kahj takes advantage of the distracted Confederation forces to lead the Kiranka against “cultural traitors” the Sihkag. 
Sihkag refugees scatter into the Border Worlds and Kilrah sectors.

Daily Life

“The LoveAnimals” reunite to do a war tour.  They are killed in an alien attack. Uil Yth’s Guitar is saved and becomes an object of pilgrimage for fans.

Science/Technology/Growth

Prof. Sparks theories are proven utilizing recovered and decontaminated Nephilim tech. A signal is sent across three sectors instantly utilizing prototype “data nodes” that are partially synched to the jump signature of the respective wormholes.
Daily Life

HOTTs announce they have completed their placement of subspace beacons at all civilian accessible jump points. They put out the call to all citizens to reserve thirty minutes of dedicated information analysis to assist in the search for Blair.
History/Politics


After the previous engagement and exposure to the Nephilim virus, new weapons are developed to attack their organic ships. Modified bioweaponry used for missiles/torpedoes and acid/corrosives are utilized.
However this was in direct violation of legislation relating to the use of Bioweaponry.  In an emergency session Bioweaponry research is legalized as well as future development of new bioweapon technologies.

History/Politics

Ra’Khaj comes into direct conflict with Confederation forces during the second Nephilim conflict.  He unveils a mammoth Kilrathi dreadnought, a type of Kilrathi vessel not seen for thirty years. 
Unnamed Confederation agents working with the TCIS defeat him.  Ra’kahj escapes Confed space to parts unknown with the remnants of his clan.
Daily Life

Critics of Nanofabrication call it the, “Death of Craftsmanship”.  Supporters contend that this will only raise the intrinsic value of handcrafted items.
History/Politics

40% Confed’s standing fleet lost in final battle of the second Nephilim war in an as of yet unexplained conflagration that generated a detected anomalous temporal rift that sucked both Confederation and Nephilim ships alike into unknown space.
Daily Life

Hillel Jackson, leader of HOTT, dies when he steps out of an airlock to pursue what he believed was a vision of Commodore Blair. 
The HOTT organization, without his leadership, rapidly begins to fall apart into factionalized groups of bickering zealots.
Science/Technology/Growth

The Guinterin Combine announces its merger with AMQ Research at the first public Nanofab demonstration.  Within a matter of five minutes a single story living complex was built on top of a foundation, replete with all structural amenities.

Daily Life

Corporations such as Hurston Dynamics, Bartok, etc. agree to fund their own private militias to patrol their home sectors in light of the confederation losses.Confederation welcomes the assistance, whereas activists are suspicious of corporate motives. 
Admiral David Colburn  at a press conference announcing the Bartok militia in the Argent sector stated, “We have no doubt that fine institutions like Bartok Industries will respect the laws and constitution that protects the rights of all citizens of the Confederation.  This is a time of need, and they are willing to sacrifice valuable resources to make sure everyone remains safe and secure in their homes.”
Science/Technology/Growth

Due to losses in both the second Nephilim conflict and the Nephilim virus the General Assembly ruling council votes in a private session to allow the development of a cloning program.
This landmark decision undoes legislation against the development of cloning technology that had been in place for over five hundred years.
History/Politics

After much corporate lobbying and criticism that the Confederation has not properly exploited the new jump space communications technology, Confed commandeers, in the name of Galactic security, the HOTT network; retrofitting the HOTT relays to meet the data node specification laid out by Prof. Sparks and his team.
Although there is some resistance by the varied and divided factions of HOTTs, they are unable to provide a unified front and are discounted at subsequent General Assembly gatherings.
History/Politics

Commodore Patricia Drake is appointed the head of the CCSP. She begins to organize military and corporate strategy as well as overseeing the distribution of systems for individual Corporate CCSP training facilities.
Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS
TCSC3615 is discovered off of the Mah-Rahn System within the Clarke Quadrant.

Science/Technology/Growth

Functional new jump beacons developed utilizing both Spark and HOTT prototypes.
A team of Hurston Dynamics researchers announces a prototype “skip drive” that was developed based upon research borne from the new technologies.  This would allow faster than light travel through a series of relays or foci that a ship is accelerated between.  As Dr. David Ghrol explained, “Like dipping into white water rapids and being plucked out before you hit the rocks or go over a waterfall.”
Although still impractical for intersystem travel, Skip drives were on track to radically change notions of intrasystem travel.
Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS

TCSC3672 is discovered off of the Ragnarok System within the Clarke Quadrant.
History/Politics

Addressing the need for more laborers and service workers following the devastating wars and plague the Confederation General assembly reverses a three hundred year old law against the development of semi-sentient robotics with the stipulation that they, “Never achieve a level of semi-sentience or ability greater than the beasts of burden that have served mankind since the beginning of civilization.”
History/Politics

The once peaceful Firekkans aggressively pursue a program to increase their military after Kilrathi and Human pirate raids into their systems. 
The Confederation sets up training facilities and assists the Firekkans in the acquisition and manipulation of resources necessary for the development of a militia.
History/Politics

In response to the appropriation of their relays, Lason Sakwe, leader of a faction of HOTTs in the Challenger quadrant of the Avalon sector, led a makeshift armada of civilian ships against Data node construction teams in Xualla, Dis, and Tanis.
Other HOTT factions, inspired by the actions, began copycat offenses around the Confederation.
Although Confed was initially slow to respond due to how thin their forces were spread after the losses in the war a year earlier, they did respond. A single carrier group was dispatched and quickly put down the rebellion.  The copycat forces disbanded after hearing about the defeat.  
Lason Sakwe and his group fled into unknown space.  Their last recorded position was at the Haven jumpoint leading to the abandoned Gemini Sector.
Daily Life

Morgana Carr puts her eggs on the market in a last ditch effort to recoup money needed for outstanding debts incurred during the making of the aborted sequel to Riva Jones “Daughter of Destiny”.

Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS

TCSC3675 is discovered off of the Padre System, but located within the Potter Quadrant.
History/Politics

Sealed archives on Black Lance technology become available via the Freedom of Data act.
Taboo subjects such as bioengineering, wetware drones, are covered in terrifying detail.
The public spends an unprecedented number of credits on flat-scan bandwidth to view the archives.
Daily Life

In response to recent legislation deregulating control of intelligent robotics development, a series of novels entitled “Path to Obsolescence” explore and inflame the public debate surrounding unchecked artificial intelligence. 
Although the Confederation and the subsidized corporations dismiss these fears, the novel’s author, Sophia Argent defends the opposition of synthetic life by pointing out the loose language of the legislation that does not place proper limits on the definition of “semi-sentient”. 
In a public address she was quoted as stating, “Beasts of Burden can be construed as slave labor… if we could have trained oxen to construct and affix the yoke to their collective necks we would have.  Should we forget what happened on the Sol moon of IO in 2387 and the suffering caused by our relentless pursuit of convenience?”
Science/Technology/Growth

The Guinterin Combine, Paulsen Kinetics, Hurston dynamics, and Bartok Industries all announce new lines of “helper” and “worker” bots that can function with little or no guidance.
The Confederation sets up a relationship with these corporations to provide these bots for the exploitation of the rich mining and agricultural planets left bare of human life after the Nephilim virus…now referred to as the Green Plague. 
Although the Confederation lacks the resources to purchase these outright, they enter into an agreement that gives the Corporations limited oversight on the planets, moons, and asteroids their “workers” are put to service on.

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS

TCSC3741 is discovered off of the TCSC3615 System within the Clarke Quadrant.
History/Politics

Following the deployment of drones, bots and other worker synths by the Corporations in support of reconstruction, Confed grants limited Gubernatorial power to corporations above and beyond that of the initial oversight offered earlier.
Science/Technology/Growth

Paulsen Kinetics wangles a patent on bioweaponry, even thought it is technically public domain.
In particular atmospheric delivery of mutagens, either harmful or beneficial, is explored in its potential to “pacify” wild planets.

Science/Technology/Growth

Hurston Dynamics unveiled new wormhole remote probe technologies for establishing new jump routes between systems and possibly to entirely new sectors.  
The probe, when launched, utilizes an internal reactor and primary sensor array to seek the nearest wormhole signature.
When it is within range of the signature it partially submerges into jump space, then splits in half sending the detached “bottom” through the wormhole. 
If the wormhole has a valid connection within space the second stage chassis detaches a secondary sensor array outside of jump space and transmits data back to the first stage causing both halves to act as limited Data Nodes.
Daily Life

Persotech, a corporation based in the Vega sector, unveils its line of non-invasive body augmentation devices.  Sporting the slogan “Life is Better” their “head-to-toe” line of attachable components make use of a patented adhesive that bonds when an internal cooling unit is activated and detaches at body temperature.
Their “Eye-Guide”, an ocular overlay that provides variable zoom, focus, and frequency filtering controlled by both pupil and corneal distortion, as well as other inputs, is a huge hit in the established sectors.

History/Politics

Galaxy First! Protests bioweapons by placing their ship in the test area.  Although the Confederation craft present had no intention of harming the vessel, the protestors moved directly into the path of a Plunkett class destroyer.  
The two vessels collided and the resultant damage was responsible for a critical hull breach on the Galaxy First! Vessel.  All hands were lost, including Morgana Carr who had been on board with several other celebrities.
Daily Life

The fashion industry scrambles to take advantage of the popularity of the new underground, and illegal, practice of “modding”. This involves the “graft & splice” of Kilrathi, Firekkan and other non-human features onto humans. 
Fashion moguls unveil lines of lenses, “textureskin” sprays, and other legal variants of the practice.  This only serves to legitimize modding and bring the attention of the Confederation.
Daily Life

Persotech unveils its “Muscleskin” line of performance wear. This release came amidst growing concerns over the long-term effects of Eye-Guide and other Persotech augmentation devices. 
Complaints of a variety of symptoms were addressed at a Confederation Business Oversight (CBO) committee that then decided whether to commission a full independent study of Persotech products.
Persotech CEO Simon Drei objected to the complaints at the hearings and called for the CBO to allow his company to conduct the investigation stating, “We promise to drill down and think outside the box in order to find proactive solutions to our customer’s issues.  Negative roadblocks in the shape of ill-informed committees and independent researchers will only provide barriers to clear thinking.”
The CBO then unanimously voted to assign an independent research team to investigate the claims.
Science/Technology/Growth

First sanctioned bioweapons testing in the Hyades system on a planet overrun with the remnants of a Kilrathi “pacification infestation” released during the first Great War.

Daily Life

The highly surreal bio holo-vid of Commodore Blair’s early career entitled “Wing Commander” is met with mixed reviews. 
Noted auteur Rhond Klopommel who has been known for his symbolic take on history is criticized for his interpretations of the war hero’s early life.  
“I always saw those early pioneers as Pilgrims, using their inherent astrogation abilities to transcend normal time and space to create shortcuts to destiny,” was the explanation given for his liberal alternative version of Confederation technologies.
Critics were a tad harsher, one ISDN reviewer stating, “Simply because Rhond lacked a fundamental understanding of jump space, fighter designs, and basic Newtonian physics we are forced to endure the fanciful flights of the artist as opposed to the hard history we were expecting to receive.  This makes me long for the comfortable naïve romp of the “Luna Jones: Jumpscout” series.   Blair deserved better, and maybe, one day, he’ll receive just treatment.”
Science/Technology/Growth

Based upon legacy HOTT beacons and further Confederation development, Galnet is complete.  This provides the fastest intersystem communication ever known. 
Remote systems are hooked up with an unparalleled level of information exchange. 
The CCSP, still in secret, accelerates its program to take advantage of the new communications technology.
History/Politics

Governor Rayak of Sol sector announces he will not be seeking re-election to a third term in 2701. Massive speculation arises as to who will be his appointed successor. 
Rayak gives a memorable address to the General Assembly warning against the dangers of unchecked corporate power.

Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS
TCSC3928 is discovered off of the TCSC3331 System within the Fariss Quadrant.

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS
TCSC4001 is discovered off of the Rygannon System within the Fariss Quadrant.
Science/Technology/Growth

Science/Technology/Growth

Hurston Dynamics begins to offer consumer Skip drives in several test systems in Sol Sector. 
“We have the network set up and now we need the ships.  We look forward to having a Skip drive network established throughout Confederation space by the end of the new century’s first decade.”

History/Politics

Admiral David Colburn and Commodore Jon Bradley are officially brought in to oversee the Confederation military presence in the Gemini and Hope sectors.
Daily Life

Many merchants halt sales of most Persotech devices after the revelation that Persotech had been engaging in “thought-mining”. 
Through micro-transmitters attached to all of their devices, neural impulses were isolated and amplified with a unique user ID number attached to the resultant wave. These were being transmitted to localized relays built into Persotech installed replacement adhesive vendors and stored for retrieval by a Persotech employee. 

Doctors and researchers believe that there may be a direct causal link between this thought mining modifications and the symptoms reported by consumers two years earlier. 
Confederation Business Oversight committee meets to discuss what actions to take.

Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS

TCSC4189 is discovered off of the TCSC3432 System within the Potter Quadrant.
History/Politics

With the completion of Galnet, Confed announces that a new program called Safety-Net is to go live. 
Safety-Net is a required feature in all new and currently in service craft. All ships that contain the chipset are identified by the Safety-Net system and tracked through space with Confederation oversight.  
The Safety-Net system prevents friendly fire accidents, very common in the past, and helps the crackdown on pirate raiders and smugglers within civilized areas.
Several hacks for the chipset were immediately discovered on captured pirate and smuggling vessels.  These ships would have gone undetected through the Safety-Net corridor, however they decided to use their weapons.  
When an energy signature matching weapons fire of any type is detected in a Safety-Net area, and that fire does not come from an authorized craft, Confederation patrols (either Drone or Human) are immediately alerted and updated as to the coordinates of the incident. 
Daily Life

Orbital memorial for Galaxy First! Bioweapon protest victims established. Funded by varied charitable organizations, including the recently founded Carr Institute for Galactic Preservation, the memorial is comprised of salvaged metals from the wreckage as well as natural rock mined from the varied heavenly bodies in the system.

Science/Technology/Growth

TCSC420 is discovered off of the TCSC3471 System within the Humboldt Quadrant.
2701

Daily Life

TCBN takes advantage of DataNode Galnet completion to introduce a galactic version of its popular SimNet service.  Linked SimPods in funplexes allow players from around the galaxy to compete in ladder tournaments in declassified fighter spec craft. 
Spectators and betting services are supported through a low priority dedicated flatscan system that provides running stats on current competitions and leader boards. This is provided in conjunction with weekly holo-vid championship bouts.

Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS
Two teams working from the TCSC3672 and TCSC3741 systems within the Clarke Quadrant discover TCSC4223.  This was the only occasion of two jump points that lead to the same new system being discovered almost simultaneously by separate teams.  
This made the headlines for weeks.

History/Politics


Former Commodore, and protégé of Rayak, Julia Novak is elected into the seat vacated by the popular Governor.  She pledges to stay the course on policies spearheaded by Rayak while strengthening the military she served for so many years.
Daily Life

Although the halt on Persotech devices had been in place for a full year, grey and black-market sales continued.  Thirty separate incidents involving individuals going on murderous rampages are reported in multiple Border Worlds and Confed fringe systems. 
In each case these illegal Persotech devices are found to now not only track thoughts, but also modify them. 
The CBO issues its findings in regards to the Persotech thought-mining incident and demands a recall of all Persotech branded products at cost to the company. Following the tragic murder sprees, the Confederation demands Simon Drei’s arrest. 
Science/Technology/Growth

Regenerative structural materials are developed by Bartok industries utilizing previously sealed Black Lance technical specifications.  
Prohibitively expensive to reproduce, requiring a zero-g factory environment and very rare synthesized materials, they still mark a step forward in structural and vehicular safety.
CEO of Bartok Industries Quentin Wood was able to procure a record level of Confed subsidization after demonstrating the material’s abilities at a Confederation military conference.
Wood hinted at other pet projects, including structures and vehicles that could potentially store excess energy within the regenerative materials in a manner similar to animal fat cells.

2702

History/Politics

A flotilla of Kilrathi refugees arrives in the Border World system of Tyr.  They claim to have been forced out of M’shrak space by Kiranka forces being led by Ra’Khaj. 
This information follows a three year blackout of detailed Kilrathi societal data by the KCA who subsequently denied the flotilla’s claims releasing the statement: “The KCA is in full control of this situation. The extremist Ra’Khaj has not been a threat to KCA authority or Kilrathi citizens since his cowardly exit in the face of Confederation might.”
The refugees responded angrily pointing out records on board their craft that proved Kiranka strikes at the heart of their home systems in the K’Sath’Que quadrant.
Anti-Kilrathi Border Worlders protested the presence of the Flotilla and called for its removal back into Kilrathi space. Sentient Rights groups took the opposite tac.
Tyr Managing Officiate Kirstin Farn offered asylum on the main agricultural planet until the issues could be resolved.
Daily Life

Rhond Klopommel, after disappearing into hiding for two years following the release of his film Wing Commander regains public favor with the introduction of a device that made use of an individuals personality to generate music called UMuse.
Developed initially in conjunction with Persotech, and then with the Guinterin Combine after Persotech hit legal difficulties, the device parsed the individuals current “state of mind” by the use of a neural impulse scanner, which created a profile of the individual that was tied to elaborate matrices of musical styles, modes, and instrumentation. 
The user could then further shape the resultant output by listening to the music and thinking about what they like or dislike as it played causing secondary and tertiary scans that shaped the sound closer to what the person wished to hear. 
An instant hit, it created a new type of musical celebrity: RDs, or real deals. RD’s stood in opposition to the sculptured producer driven music that ruled the image business. This device required the individual truly be in touch with some unique aspect of the human condition in order to focus the device to create music that reflected it.  The most popular musical artifact to result was a volume of pieces scanned from prisoners on the maximum-security prison facility within the asteroid cluster in the Border Worlds system of Torgo. Entitled, “Darkness brought to light” it was responsible for the sales of over 40,000,000 units of the Umuse system.
Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS

TCSC4442 is discovered off of the TCSC3675 System within the Potter Quadrant.
Science/Technology/Growth

The Confederation announces the development of functional Cloning technology.
Processes patented by a number of corporate research programs involved in the joint venture enable the accelerated growth of human “templates”.
However the “integrity of self dilemma”, a phrase coined by lead researcher Dr. Manokazu Ebsei, still needed to be resolved before the template program could render anything other than empty shells.

2703

History/Politics

A second flotilla of over thirty transports and personal craft arrived in the Border Worlds system of Silenos claiming the same persecution as the first. 
Silenos’ Managing Officiate Donald Reise was not as understanding as Officiate Farn ordering the refugees back into the plague abandoned Kilrathi system of Valgard.  
After Sentient Rights protests, Silenos provided the Flotilla with enough vaccine in case they are exposed to the virus. 
This flotilla provided more evidence of Ra’Khaj acting without restraint in the Confederation free and relatively uncharted M’Shrak sector.  Confederation inquiry into the true state of affairs was met with more denial and roadblocks from the KCA who maintained their stance that everything was under control.

Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS

TCSC4561 is discovered off of the TCSC4210 System within the Humboldt Quadrant.
Science/Technology/Growth

A cloning researcher under Dr. Ebsei develops what are coined “flash maps”. These neural snapshots are incorporated into the cloning seed process and cover not only conscious and subconscious aspects of the brain, but the “muscle memory” at all neural spike locations across the body.
For the first time mental and muscle memory integrity are maintained with the subject template.
Daily Life

Public announcements on cloning raise suspicion and ire of a number of religious organizations. 
Bishop Adin Rogers of the NGF (New Galactic Faith) comes under harsh criticism when he states, “We have met our Lord in the road and murdered him where he stood.  I can only hope the soul is stronger than our presumptive scientific actions.”

2704

Science/Technology/Growth

GEMINI NEW SYSTEMS

TCSC4631 is discovered off of the Raxis System within the Potter Quadrant.  
With the nearing announcement of the CCSP program (and Corporate worries of instability within the Gemini sector following a series of Dokuga pirate attacks in Wild space systems) exploratory services are diverted to the Avalon sector.   
A lockdown on system exploration was put into place within Gemini until the infrastructure could be built to support not only the new systems but also the older systems due for reconstruction.  CCSP participants would be directed towards the soon to be unveiled new sector to further expand Confederation aligned system holdings.
Daily Life

Quentin Wood, CEO of Bartok Industries, causes a stir when he is spotted at a Border Worlds underground market by freelance paparazzi.  It is first reported in all local flatscan transmissions but quickly routed to holo-vid broadcast by the visibility flag attached to his status. 
Although he denied that he was there to procure any number of readily available black market pharmaceuticals, he is reprimanded by the CBO for his presence there.
He unofficially states his displeasure with the, “pervasive media vultures who track individuals of stature with a disconcerting level of automation.”
History/Politics

A secret cloning facility located in the abandoned system of Krieger is attacked by Pirates who used illicit cloaking technology to sneak past Confederation guarded check points.
Their emissions were detected shortly after they jumped in system,  but before Confed could respond the Pirates had already begun their assault on the base. 
The Confederation managed to stop the pirates from escaping, capturing three and killing ten others. Of the three, one revealed during interrogation that they were sent to gather tech samples for an unnamed client. 
During the assault the test “templates” were awakened from their stasis.  Of the fifty awakened templates, five were killed during the attack. The remaining were kept in confinement until a decision could be made as how to proceed.
These templates were derived from leading Confederation military and then not altogether happy when they found out they were subject for termination. 
Although the Confederation claims that this was a false assumption made by the templates questioning of their guards it nonetheless lead to a bloody escape in which ten more templates were killed.  They managed to hijack transport and fled to either Border Worlds or Kilrathi space.  It is still uncertain what their exact destination was.

History/Politics

First reported attack by the escaped templates recorded in Epsilon Sector. A crippled transport limped into the Morpheus system with a critically injured pilot at the helm.  Authorities reported that he kept repeating the word Ghouls until he lost consciousness. 
After analyzing the flight recorder data it was determined that the attack managed to disable two other transports that were part of the convoy and destroy a small privately funded fighter escort.  The media immediately began referencing the templates as “Ghouls”.
One week later a remote mining facility in Ross 34f was attacked and all fuel and structural materials were looted.  Upon investigation by local militia it was discovered that this location also served as another experimental cloning facility.  None of the templates allegedly stored at the facility were found.
History/Politics

The CCSP is unveiled by the Confederation in a simulcast holo-vid and flatscan announcement.
The call is put out to the best of the civilian sector, including youth seeking a college education.
The official text:
“At every stage of humanity there have been those pioneers who struck out to expand the notions of human potential.  Be it in science, art, athletics, or breaking ground in distant lands unexplored. 
The Confederation is putting out the call to all citizens who have the skills and drive to join this elite group of heroes.  
The CCSP in conjunction with the Confederation military have the laid the foundation for new and exciting Confederation expansion into a recently charted sector as well as the full reclamation and reconstruction of the Gemini Sector. 
After the threats we’ve overcome, we now need to establish new settlements and rebuild old ones in an atmosphere not contaminated by self-interest unrelated to the citizen’s goal of Confederation strength and solidarity.  
Confed needs you if you meet the requirements, or pass acuity tests specifically designed to guide you through an exciting career in the new sector! You will be trained, given template backups in case of highly unlikely accidents, and goods to get you started. 
You too can live the dream; free, safe, and with limits bound only by your imagination!
Contact your nearest managing officiate’s office for flatscan applications and define a new tomorrow today!”
Within 24 hours the CCSP is inundated with over 10,000,000 applicants.
Details of the CCSP show a joint effort by all corporations (Basic Edible, Comalco, Guinterin Combine, Bartok Industries, Hurston Dynamics, Paulsen Kinetics, etc.) to provide resources and training for CCSP participants.
History/Politics

In a reputed Ghoul attack, Colonel Lance Casey, hero of the first Nephilim war and one of the Confederation’s most valuable soldiers, is killed.  This only two days after his wife, Jean Talvert, also a hero of the first Nephilim war, was killed in another attack the TCIS has attributed to Ghoul activity.
Although speculative sources claimed that Casey was killed by his own template, there has never been any official statement addressing the claim’s validity. 
Two weeks following the highly publicized incident, a message was received by the leading publication ISDN from a group claiming to be the templates.  The brief message read:
“To cast away the reflections of yourselves when harsh reality conflicts with your vain purpose has taught us that you have a sickness from which you should not be allowed to recover. The mirror has cracked, and from the shards comes a destiny you will suffer with.”
Daily Life


Guinterin Combine cruise disaster lawsuit settled with an undisclosed credit payout to the survivors and families of victims.
The lawsuit also laid out new specifications that al cruise ships must meet.  The inclusion of limited offensive weaponry and more stringent armor requirements requires Guinterin to retrofit their remaining ships and begin construction of newer models before they can resume service.
Science/Technology/Growth

Comalco unveils nanofab based silicate mining and refining processors as part of their new “Settlers” line of CCSP oriented products. 
They promise nanofab mining, refining, and energy structures based on GuinterinAMQ tech for all supported materials in as little as two years.
2706

History/Politics

An assessment of Pirate, Kilrathi Raider, and Zealot threat levels in Gemini and the new Hope sector indicates more and more activity throughout the region.  Although the Gemini sector is relatively well guarded, the CCSP program finally submits to allowing CCSP participants to own and operate armed craft in the region.
History/Politics

Initial CCSP members’ templates are stored and grown as part of the Confederation subsidized program. 
With the exception of individuals flagged as Confederation treasures, no other authorized cloning is allowed as part of Confederation legislation that seeks to limit the promulgation of cloning technology.
Daily Life

After twenty years, the Guinterin Combine resumes civilian cruise ship service. 
The new ships sport thick armor and defensive weaponry that puts them on par with an average Confederation corvette.
History/Politics

Sol Governor Julia Novak elected to a second term in a landslide victory against former AMQ CEO Howard Lee.

Howard Lee, an outspoken advocate for corporate deregulation, vows to never give up fighting for, “a strong Confederation not bogged down by outdated notions of big government meddling in the affairs of its citizens.”

2707

History/Politics

Border World terrorists hijack one of Guinterin’s new cruise ship, named “Humboldt’s Destiny”.
The crew is found floating within the {system} system.  The passengers are held hostage.

When Confederation military caught up with the vessel they found it had been fitted with a series of armaments including illegal Bioweapon technology.  The patrol to find the ship was destroyed shortly after it communicated its find to Confed.

Daily Life

Photographic journalist Leonard Styles killed in action covering a Confederation assault on the hijacked “Humboldt’s Destiny”.  
At the funeral service held a week later in Styles home system of Loki VI, ISDN Chief Editor Illyana Neuman commented, “Styles work will be remembered long after I and the individuals documented in his work are forgotten.  It is a rarity to see such dedication and devotion within a journalist these days, and I hope his work will inspire a new generation of photographers to distill the magic and mayhem of the human condition into such vivid, beautiful, undeniable truths.”
History/Politics

The CCSP takes the veil off of the Gemini sector, after ten years of official secrecy. 
The individual Corporations who are taking part in the activities have rebuilt key systems within each quadrant to act as training facilities.
2708

History/Politics

After fifteen years of silence a message is relayed from the KCA to Confed from Ra’Khaj.  Written in a Kilrathi dialect unused for a century it outlines his demands for the liberation of the Kilrathi from its Confed aggressors and the elimination of all traitors to Kilrathi honor. 
A timeline of three years is given for the KCA to comply with the demands.
Science/Technology/Growth

On a growth note, the new sector hinted at by Confederation representatives of the CCSP is publicly announced.  Lying within the last sector before the Galactic core, the new sector’s name is revealed to be Hope and a series of Confederation systems with basic facilities present are revealed to be in place.
The four quadrant names were also released: 
Akwende - After Dr. Shari Akwende creator of the Jump Drive. 

Iason - An exploratory science vessel and the first casualty of the Kilrathi War
Taggart - After acclaimed Confederation Leader Patrick Taggart
Grider - After Yoshida Grider, former Sol Governor and initiator
History/Politics

Colonel William Braun is transferred to Commodore Bradley’s command.  He begins to assemble a quick response strike force for tactical operations within Gemini and Hope.
History/Politics

Problems between the Border Worlds, the Confederation and the issue of Kilrathi refugees begin to boil over as multiple systems begin talks of secession.  
Leonard Styles makes a dramatic reappearance bearing the images and testimonials of Border Worlds “terrorists” who initiated the cruise ship hijacking.  
The details of his undercover investigation lead to the reopening of talks between Confed and BW assembly members. An independent committee is formed to examine the claims of each group.  A marathon emergency session of the Ruling Council seeks to hammer out an agreement that will satisfy all sides involved. 
Styles takes the opportunity to announce his involvement in documenting the CCSP program in the Gemini and Hope sectors.

2709

History/Politics

Roger Kolderie, then head of the Terran Confederation Intelligence Service, retires after twenty years in the role at the age of 74. 
Sylvia Morrow is appointed as his successor.
History/Politics

Although the Confederation had remained silent about the activities of the Ghouls, a GalNet report released charted the attacks by Ghoul members and deduced that they have been steadily moving to the inner sectors of the Confederation.  
Attacks had been reported by citizens in Enigma, then Epsilon, then Vega, and the latest coming from a KCA source in the Trk’Pahn sector. 
Although they were unable to pinpoint where the Ghouls may reside a warning was given to Gemini, and Trk’Pahn sector residents. 
The Confederation was quick to refute the warning stating that the Ghouls pose “no serious threat to the safety of Confederation citizens” and that “any warnings or alerts are the work of sensationalists seeking to create a ‘monster in a closet’ to milk for the sake of ratings.”
